LEARNINGS FROM PUBLIC:PRIVATE PARTNERSHIP FOR GM CROPS.
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The concept of “Public:Private Partnerships” is widely spoken of, yet there are few examples from which to learn.  In this paper the author will reflect on his experiences with GM crop public:private partnership projects, including delayed ripening papaya, Bt potatoes and as part of the Humanitarian Board for GoldenRice.  

Complimentary skill sets are recognised and described, as are the difficulties encountered in this type of collaboration. Consideration will be given to aspects of governance, roles and decision taking, project management, political issues and influence, funding aspects, intellectual property, licenses, liability and indemnification, transectoral studies, product research as distinct from product development, corporate support and regulatory issues.
