A SEARCH FOR NEW MODELS OF REGULATION OF GENETICALLY ENGINEERED FOODS

The first transgenic canola entered the market in Canada in 1995 and by the 2002 crop year more than 83% of the total Canadian acreage involved one of the four competing herbicide tolerant traits. This economic and institutional analysis examines the cumulative impact of the technology on the innovators, farmers, consumers and the supply chain.  The paper concludes that by 2000, farmers captured approximately C$8.40 per acre sown to HT canola, or about 29% of the total benefits created.  The innovators captured approximately 57% and consumers (or the rest of the supply chain) captured 14%.  (Note:  the analysis will be updated to 2002.)
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
